In preparing manuscripts for publication in BJES, authors should adhere to the
following guide lines:

* Articles for publication are accepted throughout the year.

¢ Articles should be presented only on one side of the A4 typing paper and not exceed fifteen
pages typewritten.

*The manuscripts should be typed double spaced and accompanied by an abstract of 100 - 150
words. The abstract should be on a separate page prefacing the article.

* Authors name, address, GSM NO and a short biographical note should be typed on a separate
sheet of paper detachable from the manuscript.

*Quotations that exceed three typed lines should be extracted, indented and typed single-
spaced. Shorter quotations should be enclosed in single inverted commas.

*Reference in the body of the text should be made by citing the author’s surname, publication
year and pagination.

*The writing style of the journal is according to the publication manual of the American

Psychological Association (APA) latest format. The article must be grammatically

correctand consistentin style. It muststrive for simplicity and clarity of expression.
